Each room is rich in character,
featuring exposed beams, vaulted ceilings, and a

At the heart of the home, the main reception area
is a particularly inviting space with generous

The village of Broom lies approximately 7 miles to
the west of Stratford upon Avon, within the village
there are two public houses, and a village hall full
of clubs and activities, Ragley Hall and Hillers Farm
Shop/cafe is within a short distance.
